Our biggest news this quarter is the successful tender to provide two groups of 
fused glass wall installations for the Newcastle Building Society. Due to an ex-
pansion of the business, Newcastle Building Society has taken on a new build-
ing over 4 floors at Cobalt Business Park in North Tyneside. The brief was to 
produce artworks that embody both traditional values and the fresh thinking of 
the Building Society and its partners.  
Facilitated by Adam Lopardo and Jane Tarr of Sponsors Club, this project is an 
exciting step for Juo into corporate interiors and the production of larger scale 
commissions. Watch this space for some images of the project installed. Here’s 
a preview of the planned designs mocked up in CAD, which are inspired by the 
merging of coastal seascapes and glacial ice forms.

The awards were featured on ITV as part of the tele-
vised programme of the ceremony to celebrate the In-
ductees to the Hall of Fame.  
We look forward to producing the trophies again next 
year.  
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Joanne at Teign Valley Glass 
Joanne recently travelled down to Teign Valley Glass in the beau-
tiful town of Bovey Tracey to work with TVG©s skilled glassblowing 
team to develop a collaborative range of pieces. The pieces incor-
porate the remarkable marble-making techniques traditional to 
TVG and the bold contemporary forms of Joanne©s designs. The 
new range is planned to be exhibited with Teign Valley Glass at 
the New York International Gift Fair alongside Richard’s new col-
lection for TVG. 
 
Jessamy and Joanne have been invited to take part in a  
Glassmakers’ Jam’ event and contemporary glass exhibition at 
Teign Valley Glass, timed to coincide with the Contemporary Craft 
Fair at Bovey Tracey in the summer. 

 

Commission Prize Winner Presented 
Joanne also recently completed a unique, bespoke glass 
piece for HSBC prize-winner Tony Morgan.  
Mr Morgan was the winner of the HSBC Premier Art 
Prize Draw for which he won the chance to have his own 
one-off glass artwork designed and produced for him by 
Joanne. The piece, a blown glass vessel with intricate 
diamond cut detailing, was presented to Mr Morgan 
along with signed original design drawings.
