Juo artwork goes to China 
 
A piece of our artwork will take pride of place at the opening of Harbin Museum, in the 
north of China. The museum is being built to celebrate the city's friendship with others 
across the world, including Sunderland. 
 
The design for the fused glass wall panel (above) won the commission from Sunder-
land City Council and shows the Sunderland skyline and the Wearmouth Bridge, and 
features a flock of birds migrating East. The idea for ‘Wearside Migration’ came from 
the sunset and sunrise over the silhouetted bridges of Sunderland. The hand-painted 
migrating birds flying east represent the journey to China. 
 
We were given the opportunity to design a piece to represent Sunderland in the mu-
seum exhibition through the Cohesion Glass Network, an organisation which supports 
and promotes glass businesses and is supported by Sunderland City Council.  
 
Sunderland is one of only a few European cities to be featured in the new Harbin mu-
seum. The piece of glass art will be on display alongside information about Sunder-
land's past and present and will include images of city landmarks.
