It examined new ways of questioning 
and disseminating the dialogue of 
craft practice; providing a new dimen-
sion to the development of future 
crafts practice nationally and interna-
tionally. The conference explored re-
lations between skill, intellect and cul-
ture within the individual vision of 
crafts practitioners.  
 
The conference was a rare opportu-
nity to engage with some of the field’s 
most prominent practitioners and 
theorists, including Paul Greenhalgh, 

Bruce Metcalf, Joruun Veiteberg, 
Marie O©Mahony and Sandra Alfoldy.

Presentations were rich and varied in 
content and covered many working 
themes in the field of glass and ce-
ramics: works based on emerging 
doctoral research, recent under-
graduate works, architectural projects 
and commissions, 3-D digital design, 
ceramic industry and glaze technol-
ogy were introduced.
